1. Sport England/FIA sign new agreement – HCM

1. Obesity crisis: Half a million children have liver disease – The Telegraph

Government estimates say around 500,000 children below the age of 15 are suffering from "non-alcoholic liver disease" which is caused by a build-up of fat within liver cells, which stops the organ functioning properly. The condition increases the risks of heart disease, strokes and type 2 diabetes, and can lead to cirrhosis - scarring of the liver - which is often not detected until it is too late.

3. Organ transplant waiting times soar – The Telegraph

Despite a growing number of people signing up to donate their organs when they die, the donor register is failing to keep pace with the rising demand due to conditions like diabetes, liver and heart diseases. The average waiting time for an adult donor kidney – which make up 85 per cent of all transplant operations – rose from 995 days in the five-year period between 2002-06, to 1191 days in 2005-09, the last period for which figures are available.
