NHS spending on weight-loss drugs has risen seven-fold in less than a decade, official figures show. In 2009 it spent £46.8 million on anti-obesity drugs such as orlistat, which prevents the absorption of some fat in the intestine, up from £6.6 million in 2000.

Spending on the NHS fell by more than £700m last year, despite more resources being available to the service. Official Treasury figures show spending was cut from £102,751m in 2009-10 to £101,985m in the year ending in April.
